NAMIBIA COMFORT

JOURNEY DESCRIPTION:

This journey is tailor-made especially for guests who love unspoiled
nature in wild romantic scenery with the gigantic animal kingdom
of Namibia, and who do not shy at off-road challenges but do not
want to go without the comfort of a bed and bathroom. (16 days)

COURSE OF THE JOURNEY:

1st day: Arrival in Windhoek in the early morning. Transfer, breakfast,
instruction and takeover of the 4x4 vehicles. Afterwards shopping and
continuation of the journey to Harry’s Farm. Time for relaxation at the
jacuzzi, sunset at Harry’s Rock and barbecue party. Overnight stay in
simple rooms. Collective showers and bathrooms.

2nd day: Starting from Rehoboth over the Pass of Gamsberg and the Pass
of Kuiseb to Walvis Baai. Arrival in Walvisbaai in the early afternoon. The
rest of the day at one’s disposal. Dinner in the famous fish and meat
restaurant ,Raft"in Walvisbaai. Night/double room in the simple LAGOON
CHALETS or similar

3rd day: Breakfast at Probst in the morning (German coffee-house worth
seeing). Afterwards boat trip to Pelican Point. A boat trip exceptional of its
kind. Let's wait and see what happens. At midday, continuation of the
journey to Swakopmund, a traditional town worth seeing. Check-in at a
guest house. Afternoon at one’s disposal. Dinner at the brewery
(traditional restaurant). Afterwards Swakopmund at night. Night/double
room/breakfast at: PENSION RAPMUND or similar.

4th day: After the late breakfast, drive along the coast over Hentiesbaai
to Cape Cross, where we can admire huge colonies of sea lions.
Night/double room/breakfast at: CAPE CROSS LODGE

5th day: Passing by the Messum Crater and off-road through the
fascinating Goboboseb Mountains with constant view to the Kdnigstein, the
highest mountain of Namibia, we will reach Brandberg. Night/double
room/breakfast at: BRANDBERG WHITE LADY LODGE

6th day: Today our path leads us through the first dry river courses and
rocky mountain routes past the Doros Crater to Xaragu. First elephants
are possible. Night at tent bungalow with shower/bathroom/breakfast:
CAMP XARAGU

7th day: We will see the petrified forest and drlve over Palmwag to the
little Ongongo waterfall. Here, lunch break and -
opportunity to go bathing. Afterwards we will reach
the old German Fort in Sesfontain Night/double
room/breakfast at: FORT SESFONTEIN LODGE
8th day: All day trip into the Hoanib dry river in
search of desert elephants. Night/double
room/breakfast at: FORT SESFONTEIN LODGE

9th day: Continuation of the journey through
Joubert Mountains in the Kaokofield to Opuwo.
Ovahimba, the native inhabitants of the Kaokofield
line our way. Night in luxurious tents with
shower/bathroom/breakfast at: Mopane Camp
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10th day: Past the steep edge mountains and Zebra Mountains we
reach the most northern part of Namibia, the Epupa Waterfalls. The
Kunene River, bordering river to Angola, pours fourth more than 40
meters deep. Bathing and visit of unspoiled Himba villages is possible
Night/breakfast in tents with shower/bathroom at:

OMARUNGA CAMP EPUPA

11th day: Pure off-road! We will drive along Kunene River to the
famous Kunene River Lodge. The distance is only 90 Km, but the
minimum driving time is 6 hours. If crocodiles are in our way or the river
is flooded, it might take even longer. Night/breakfast in double room at:
KUNENE RIVER LODGE

12th day: Day of relaxation on the lodge. Optional mud crossing with
ATV quad bikes or white-water rafting are offered. Both very
recommendable. Night/breakfast in double room at:

KUNENE RIVER LODGE

13th day: Past Ruacana over Oshakati to Von Lindquist Gate. Here,
entering Etoscha National Park. Night/double room/breakfast at:
MOKUTI LODGE

14th day: Game drive all day long, lots of animals. From Namutoni over
Halali to Okaukuejo. Here, animal photographers get their money’s
worth. Night/bungalow/breakfast at: OKAUKUEJO RESTCAMP.

15th day: Transferring stage from Okaukuejo to Okahandia. Visit of the
biggest wood carving market. Afterwards continuation of the journey to
Windhoek. Farewell party and dinner at famous Joe’s Beerhouse.
Night/double room/breakfast at: ROOF HOTEL

16th day: After breakfast return of the vehicles. After that, time for
sightseeing and shopping in the city of Windhoek. Transfer to the
international airport in the late afternoon.

Our services include:

Direct scheduled flight from Munich to Windhoek.

Airport tax and airport security fee. Fully equipped 4X4 vehicles
(completely stocked with bench, table and compressor fridge), occupied
with 2 persons. Vehicle insurances, (deductible of 6000 NAD when acting
with negligence), personal liability insurance, small vehicle repairs and
possible replacement vehicle procurement when not acting with
negligence.

All nights including breakfast and lunch snacks in guest houses, lodges
and hotels, boat trips and farewell party. Experienced guides and
English-speaking guides from/to FRA/MUC.

Your additional costs:

The following costs are to be paid by everybody themselves:
Generally all beverages consumed in lodges, guest houses or during restaurant visits and meals not mentioned in the
journey description. Additional services such as sunset tour, game drive, white-water rafting etc. Petrol costs.

Please notice:

We will do absolutely everything for you in order to fulfill the journey description. Nevertheless small deviations of this
journey description are possible due to for example customer wishes, weather changes or other unpredictable
adversities. A passport valid for at least 6 months is necessary for entry. There are no vaccination regulations at the
moment. However we advise you to consult your GP before departure. A malaria prophylaxis (only on stand-by basis)
is recommendable for the north of Namibia during rainy season from January to May. Please consult your GP.
