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NAMIBIA: THE DAKTARI TRIP
JOURNEY DESCRIPTTON:

Remote from the fenced national parks and far off any
tourism hustle and bustle you will experience the
unspoiled animal kingdom of Namibia in Kaudom,-
Caprivi and Manilli National Park. (13 days)

COURSE OF THE JOURNEY:

Day 1: Arrival in Windhuk around 9.15 o’clock. Transfer,
breakfast, instruction and takeover of the 4x4 vehicles.
Afterwards shopping and continuation of the journey to
Franz Indongo Lodge. Approx. 250km. Dinner a la carte in
the lodge-restaurant. Overnight stay in comfortable double
rooms.

Day 2: Transferring stage to Tsumkwe. Here last possibility
to get some petrol. Afterwards visit of a Bushman village.
Half-board at Harry’s Camp Restaurant. Overnight stay in
roof tent at a huge boobab tree.

Day 3: Game drive in Kaudom National Park, which is flat
like the savannah, but rich in animal kingdoms. The first
elephants line our way. Half-board at Harry's Camp
Restaurant. Overnight stay in roof tent in Sigaretti
campground.

Day 4: Continuation of the journey on very sandy tracks
through Kaudom Park with visit of a few water spots. The
woodland now grows strongly. Many elephants, giraffes,
buffalos and perhaps lions can be seen.

Half-board at Harry’s Camp Restaurant. Overnight stay in
roof tent at Kaudom campground with makeshift showers

and bathroom.

Day 5: We leave Kaudom Park and move northwards over
Katere in the direction of Bangali. The landscape becomes
more water abundant. Tour and bathing possibility at the
Popa Falls. Afterwards boat trip on the Okawango. Half-
board at Harry’s Camp Restaurant. Overnight stay in roof
tent in Ngepi campground shower/bathroom directly at
Okawango River. Optional booking of open tree houses with shower/bathroom possible.

Day 6: Day off in fantastic Ngepi Camp. Bathing and hiking opportunities.

Day 7: On the street to Kongola. Purely off-road along Kwando River up to 4x4 Nambwa campground. Half-board at
Harry’s Camp Restaurant. Overnight stay in roof tent, makeshift showers and bathroom.

Day 8: Back to Kongola and continuation of the journey over Sangwali to Manilli National Park. Drive across fantastic
river landscapes with much water up to the border river Chobe Botswana. NIght/breakfast in Mazambala Lodge.
Dinner a la carte.

Day 9: Back through the Caprivi National Park and transferring stage to Rundu. Half-board at Harry’s Camp
Restaurant. Overnight stay in roof tent on the campground of the Kaisosi River Lodge, shower/bathroom. Optional
overnight stay in double room possible.

Tag 10: Time for relaxation at the pool of Kaisosi River Lodge directly at the Okawango. Optional sightseeing of
Rundu. In the afternoon sunset trip on the Okawango directly at the border to Angola. Overnight stay in roof tent on
the campground of Kaisosi River Lodge, shower/bathroom. Optional overnight stay at double room possible.
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Day 11: Over Grootfontain along the old Waterberg track we reach the legendary Waterberg Plateau. There is the
optional possibility of a game drive or sunset drive on the plateau. Half-board at Harry’s Camp Restaurant. Overnight
stay in roof tent on Waterberg campground. Shower/bathroom. Optional night in double room possible.

Day 12: Back to Windhuk over Okahandia. Visit of the huge wood carving market. Afterwards return of the vehicles
and check-in at the Roof Hotel in Windhuk. Farewell party and dinner at famous Joe’s Beerhouse.

Day 13: On the next day time for shopping and sightseeing. At 5 pm transfer to the airport and return flight to
Germany.

Our services include:

Direct scheduled flight from Frankfurt to Windhoek. Seat reservation
(economy) airport tax, kerosene surcharge and airport security fee. Fully
equipped 4X4 vehicles with roof tent (completely stocked with bedding,
pillow and sleeping bag), bench, table, grill, camping stove and compressor
fridge, 165-liter tank, canister, 2 fully adequate spare tires. All vehicles
occupied with a maximum of 2 pers.

Fully comprehensive vehicle insurance, (deductible of 6000 NAD when
acting with negligence), personal liability insurance, small vehicle repairs
and possible replacement vehicle procurement when not acting with
negligence.

All overnight stays in wild camps, campgrounds with shower and bathroom.
Nights at guest houses or lodges, according to the course of the journey
lunch snacks, half-board catering on all campgrounds and basic equipment
with soft drinks (several pallets with Coca Cola, Schweppes Tonic, mineral
water, orange juice or apple juice) on each vehicle. All entry fees and
farewell party. Experienced guides and English-speaking guides.

Your additional costs:
The following costs are to be paid by everybody themselves:
Purchase of alcoholic beverages. Some dinners in different lodges (according

to the tour about 2-6 times), generally all beverages consumed in lodges,
guest houses or during restaurant visits. Purchase of soft drinks after
consumption of the basic equipment. Petrol costs.

On request:
Depending on the tour, the following features can be organized for extra

payment: sunset trips in different lodges.

Some campgrounds offer nights in air-conditioned tents, double rooms or
chalets. They can be booked freely at all times according to availability and
for additional charge.

Flights:
Because of the strongly frequented flights to Windhuk between the 5th of October and 15th of March, enroliment to a

journey during this time period without a surcharge is only possible up to 5 months in advance. Business Class- or
XXL- seats are possible, but are mostly already booked out 6 months in advance. Please ask us about the additional
costs.

Please notice:

We will do absolutely everything for you in order to fulfill the journey description. Nevertheless small deviations of this
journey description are possible due to for example customer wishes, weather changes or other unpredictable
adversities. A passport valid for at least 6 months is necessary for entry. There are no vaccination regulations at the
moment. However we advise you to consult your GP before departure. A malaria prophylaxis (only on stand-by basis)
is recommendable for the north of Namibia during rainy season from January to May. Please consult your GP.
